Reading the Hallel — Why in 2 parts?

Pessachim 10,5-7

Mishna 5: Therefore we are obligated to thank, praise, glorify, extol, exalt,
honor, bless, revere, and laud the One who performed for our forefathers and
for us all these miracles: He took us out from slavery to freedom, from sorrow to
joy, from mourning to a Festival, from darkness to a great light, and from
113-114 enslavement to redemption. And we will say before Him: Halleluya
Mishna 6: Until where does one recite Hallel? Beit Shammai says: Until “a joyful
mother of children” (Psalms 113:9). And Beit Hillel says: Until “the flinty rock
into a fountain of waters” (Psalms 114:8). And one concludes this section of
Hallel with a blessing that refers to redemption
Hallel (2) Mishna 7: They poured for the leader of the seder the third cup of wine, and he
115-118 recites the blessing over his food, Grace After Meals. Next, they pour him the
fourth cup. He completes Hallel over it, as he already recited the first part of
Hallel before the meal.

Why split Hallel into two parts?

Pesachim Chapter 5, Mishna7: As it was done by the firstgroup,so it was done by the second and third groups. All
the people standingin the Temple courtyardwhile the Paschal lambs were being slaughtered would recite Hallel. If
they finished reciting it before all the offerings were slaughtered, they recited it a second time, and if they finished
reciting it asecondtime, theyrecited it a third time, althoughin practicethey never recited it a third time, as the
priests worked efficiently and finished therite before this became necessary. Rabbi Yehudasays: Thethird group
neverreachedeven oncetheopening verseof the fourth chapter of Hallel: “l lovethatthe Lord hearsthevoice of
my supplications” (Psalms 116:1),becauseits people were few and the slaughtering of all the offerings was
completed
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Reading Hallel in Two Parts!

Abravanel:
First part: 113-114 = Redemption from Egypt
Second part 115-118 = Future redemption

Rabeinu Nisim: The meal is part of the mitzvah, and therefore is not
considered to be an interruption “...for how could they have made Halacha' '
N

an interruption between these two blessings, this means that an
interruption that is due to a mitzvah does not cancel out a mitzvah”

According to the Baal Hamaor (rRav Hershel zvi Shachter shlita, NY) Hallel on
Hallel is divided according to Masechet Taanit Seder night ' ' '

Mishna: it happened that they declared a fast in Lod and it rained before
midday. Rabbi Tarfon said; go and eat and drink and make it a holiday. They
went and ate and drank and made a holiday and in the evening, they said the
Great Hallel

Gemara: why let them say Hallel before they go home to eat? Because the Great
Hallel is not recited except when one is satiated and has a full stomach

One doesn’t say Hallel unless satiated and on a full stomach (“Baal Hamaor ” Pesachim)
