#2. Regarding all these matters and similar, no one knows how it will be until it will be. For these matters were
unclear to the Prophets. Even the Sages themselves did not have a Tradition regarding these matters and only
could attempt to understand the verses. Thus, there were disagreements in these matters. Nevertheless,
neither the order that these events will occur nor their details are fundamental to the religion. Thus, a person
must never busy himself with the Aggadohs and not dwell on the Midrashim regarding these matters or similar

issues. He must not make them dogmal2L. For these do not result in either love (for G-d) nor fear (of sin).
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
